The new Tax Reform Act, signed by President Obama on December 17, 2010 allows persons age 70-1/2 and older to transfer up to $100,000 directly from a Traditional or Roth IRA to ______________ United Methodist Church in 2010 and 2011. Frequently Asked Questions regarding the 2010-2011 IRA Charitable Rollover
Who can make these gifts directly to charity from an IRA?   Only persons age 70-1/2 and older.
What types of IRA’s qualify?   Only Traditional and Roth IRA’s.
When?  Distributions for 2010 must be made by January 31, 2011.   Distributions for 2011 may be made through December 31, 2011.
Where can I make Qualified Charitable Distributions from my IRA?   Only to qualified public charities.   All United Methodist Churches and United Methodist ministries are qualified public charities - UMCOR, any of our Health and Welfare Ministries, UM Camps, or Advance Specials.

Why make an IRA Rollover gift to my church?   First, there are tax advantages.   If you make a gift directly from your IRA to your church or another UM ministry, you do not pay income tax on the withdrawal.   Second, you may be able to use money from your IRA to support your local church or another ministry you are passionate about at a level you are unable to reach simply by making gifts from ordinary income.  Third, you may wish to make an outright gift or a gift that establishes a permanent endowment fund
